Committee Charge: 
 The Academic Policy Committee shall have thirteen (13) members distributed as follows:  
1. eleven (11) members selected from the Corps of Instruction faculty, at least seven (7) of which are elected faculty senators, 
2. one (1) member that is the Vice President of Academic Affairs or an individual appointed by the Vice President of Academic Affairs to serve as his/her designee, and 
3. one (1) member appointed by the University President.

The Academic Policy Committee shall be concerned with policy relating to undergraduate and graduate education matters that have broad impact or implication to the university as a whole, which includes, but is not limited to, policies relating to grading, scholastic probation and honors, academic appeals, academic standing, standards for admission, academic calendar, academic ceremonies, intellectual property, human subjects and research.  This committee also provides advice, as appropriate, on academic procedural matters at the institution

Executive Summary: 
1. Maymester – Enforcement of  number of courses allowed policy discussion
The committee discussed the issue and noted that exceptions exist such as Study 
Abroad Classes.  The committee determined that the policy is sufficient as 
written, however a description in the catalogue needs farther clarification. The committee unanimously approved to allow the registrar to change the policy description.   
2. Advising Policy - The committee discussed the issues and submitted a policy motion to the full senate. 
3. Student access to grades in Banner before official (brought by Michael Pangia)
The committee discussed the issues and decided that this involved a procedure and that no change to current procedure was necessary since individual faculty could handle it.  
4. Medical Withdrawal Policy – The committee discussed the issues and decided that no change was necessary. 
5. First day attendance no-shows: The committee discussed the issue and came to a consensus to address this issue through guideline and procedures instead of new policy.
6. On-line student end of course evaluations:  Ed Hale, the Director of Institutional Research at GCSU reported back to the committee on the results of the Pilot study and that the issue was being discussed with Faculty affairs committee and the committee decided that no farther action was required at this time by APC.
7. Representation of Students on APC – The committee received proposal from ECUS and discussed the issue. The committee referred back to ECUS with the recommendation to support Student representation on the committee.  
8. SGA resolution (S.R. 0809.8), calling for a no exam prep week prior to scheduled end of semester final exams (presented by Alexander Smith representing SGA) – The committee discussed issue and referred the issue back to SGA for additional research. 
9. Undergraduate and Graduate Academic Standing for restrictive enrollment –

The committee discussed and asked members to discuss with their respective units for input at upcoming faculty meetings. The committee recommends referral of this issue be referred to next APC committee for year 2009-2010.

10. Time Limits on Petitions - The Committee recommended a motion to the full senate to modify the policy to limit the time for petitions. 
11. Written Syllabus requirement – Academic Affairs modified the handbook to clarified that electronic copies of the syllabus is acceptable
