II.Section3.B.2.  The University Senate shall elect a Presiding Officer at its spring organizational meeting who shall preside at all meetings of the University Senate.  The University Senate shall elect the Vice Chair of the Executive Committee, who shall succeed to the position of Presiding Officer of the University Senate the following year. Should the Presiding Officer be unable to fulfill this obligation, then his/her designee shall preside.  Only elected faculty senators are eligible to serve as Presiding Officer.  The election of the Presiding Officer shall proceed as follows.  At the spring organizational meeting of the University Senate, the outgoing Subcommittee on Nominations shall nominate one elected faculty senator from the incoming University Senate.  The Presiding Officer at the spring organizational meeting shall then call for other nominations from the floor.  Should this result in more than one nominee for Presiding Officer, all members of the incoming University Senate shall vote by secret ballot.  The nominee receiving the most votes shall be the Presiding Officer.  The term of service of the Presiding Officer shall begin with the adjournment of the spring organizational meeting at which (s)he is elected, and shall end when his/her successor assumes office.

V.Section1.A.  The Executive Committee of the University Senate shall have no fewer than seven (7) but no more than nine (9) members distributed as follows: one (1) member that is the University President, one (1) member that is the Vice President of Academic Affairs, one (1) member that is the Presiding Officer of the University Senate , one (1) member that is the Secretary of the University Senate, and up to five (5) additional members as specified in V.Section1.A.1 and V.Section.1.A.2.  Within ten (10) calendar days of its membership being completely determined, the incoming Executive Committee shall hold an organizational meeting at which they elect a Vice-Chair and Secretary. These elections shall be presided over by the University President. The senator elected as Vice Chair the previous year shall automatically succeed to the position of Chair of the Executive Committee and Presiding Office of the University Senate. The Executive Committee will elect a secretary, and the university president shall preside over the election. The Chair of the Executive Committee shall be the Presiding Officer of the University Senate.
