That said, We did have three unfilled positions for Corps of Instruction Faculty,  two on FAPC and one on SAPC.
1. Kendra Russell is checking to see if there is a SoHS faculty member willing to serve on SAPC for 2008-2009 (possibly Alice Loper).

2. Chris Greer will check for a SoE faculty member willing to serve on FAPC for 2008-2009

3. The other position on FAPC is open though a member of the SoB would provide some good balance as the current 9 of 11 faculty on FAPC are distributed as 1 SoB, 1 SoE, 3 SoHS, 3 SoLAS, 1 Library.
This draft will be considered at next week's (Apr 10) joint meeting of the Standing Committee Chairs and Executive Committee, at which it should be finalized.
Here are a summary of the current requirements by the University Senate Bylaws

     c.  Exactly 1 of the members is the VPAA or his/her designee
     d.  Exactly 1 of the members is a Presidential Appointee.
4.  For RPIPC
     a.  Exactly 6 members of the Corps of Instruction, at least 4 of which are Elected Faculty Senators
     b.  Exactly 1 Student Nominee from Student Government Association
     c.  Exactly 1 Staff Nominee from Staff Council
     d.  Exactly 3 Staff Members that are serving on the University Senate
     e.  Exactly 1 of the members is the VPBF or his/her designee
     f.   Exactly 1 of the members is a Presidential Appointee.
5.  For SAPC
     a.  Exactly 6 members of the Corps of Instruction, at least 4 of which are Elected Faculty Senators
     b.  Exactly 2 Students that are serving as University Senators
     c.  Exactly 1 Student Nominee from Student Government Association
     d.  Exactly 1 Staff Nominee from Staff Council
     e.  Exactly 1 Staff Member that is serving on the University Senate
     f.   Exactly 1 of the members is the VPSA or his/her designee
     g.  Exactly 1 of the members is a Presidential Appointee.
6.  For ECUS
     a.  The University President
     b.  The VPAA
     c.  The three officers of the University Senate: Presiding Officer, Presiding Officer Elect, and Secretary
     d.  One from each academic unit (SoB, SoE, SoHS, SoLAS, Library) not represented from officers
     e.  Chair Emeritus from the previous year (if not already selected).
