BOARD OF REGENTS POLICY MANUAL

3.2.1.1 Corps of Instruction 

Full-time professors, associate professors, assistant professors, instructors, lecturers, senior lecturers, and teaching personnel with such other titles as may be approved by the Board, shall be the Corps of Instruction. Full-time research and extension personnel and duly certified librarians will be included in the Corps of Instruction on the basis of comparable training. Persons holding adjunct appointments or other honorary titles shall not be considered to be members of the faculty.

II.Section2.A.1. By September 15 of each academic year, the Executive

Committee shall obtain from the Office of Academic Affairs a list of the

faculty who are members of the Corps of Instruction. This list shall also

indicate the academic unit [College or Library] to which each member of

the Corps of Instruction is assigned. The Executive Committee shall

apportion thirty-four (34) of the elected faculty senator positions among the

Colleges and the Library in a manner consistent with II.Section2.A.2. Each

of the remaining three (3) elected faculty senator positions shall be

designated as an at-large elected faculty senator position representing the

entire membership of the Corps of Instruction. For each elected faculty

senator position, only members of the Corps of Instruction who are also

members of the designated constituency of that elected faculty senator

position are eligible to vote.
