The Department of History and Geography would like to offer several new course
proposals to the School of Liberal Arts and Sciences at both the undergraduate and
graduate levels. Those are submitted on the appropriate forms with syllabi. The

department would also like to offer the following program changes for the consideration
of the committee:

1. That HIST 2111 and 2112 be added to the list of options in Core Area E. Either
of these courses fulfills the legislative requirements in both U.S. and Georgia
history and should be offered to students as an option in the core.

2. That HIST 3001, if approved, be added as a prerequisite to HIST 4970, Senior

Thests.

3. That the graduate program be changed to require three 6000 level courses as
follows: 6001 Advanced Methods and one 6000 level seminar in U.S. history and
one 6000 level seminar in non U.S. history. This will better prepare our graduates
for doctoral level work and would be in line with requirements at many other
mstitutions. In the regular MA program these three required hours will replace an
elective. In the public history concentration they will replace three of six required

hours of internship. Other public history programs in the state require 3
internship hours.
