Exempt Review Process

(Class Related Assignment Involving Human Subjects)
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* Under Federal regulations [45 CFR 46.101 (b)], certain categories of activity are considered research
but may be declared exempt from review by the IRB. This determination should be made by someone

other than the Principal Investigator, and should be confirmed by the IRB.

Parameters Determining if Class Project is Exempt:


(Research must fall under all five categories to proceed)





NO MINORS:  Project Cannot Include minors or vulnerable populations (e.g. pregnant women, prisoners, those lacking capacity to consent, non-English speakers, etc.)    


Exception:  Projects conducted in established/commonly accepted educational settings, involving normal educational practices (e.g. instructional strategies, effectiveness of or comparison between instructional techniques or classroom management methods).  Projects conducted using secondary data for which precautionary security measures have been taken (e.g. password protection for data access and the data is kept under lock and key).  For projects taking place off-campus (P-12 setting), approval of manager/supervisor (i.e. principal) must be obtained prior to activity.  





NO MORE THAN MINIMAL RISK:  “Minimal Risk” is the probability that the magnitude of harm that is normally encountered in the daily lives of healthy individuals.  This precludes the study of illegal activities or collection of private information that could put participant at risk through a breach of confidentiality.





NO DECEPTION:  Individuals must be fully informed and given the opportunity to voluntarily consent to participation.





NO PUBLICATION/PRESENTATION to a Professional Audience:  Data cannot be used for publication, thesis, or dissertation research.  Presentation or reports in class must not include identities, locations, or other identifying data.





NO VIDEOTAPING:  Audio taping allowed if erased by end of semester.  Recordings must be kept in a secure, locked area.
